I have noticed that during the last 4 days there has been light air here, and all 4 turbines were quite steady at 8 seconds per revolution and noticeably quieter.
This morning, T1 & T2 were turning at 6 seconds and T3 & T4 are still turning at 8 seconds and the noise has returned. Again we are still experiencing light air here.
I don’t know why T1 & T2 are now turning faster, but in simple terms, it seems that if Boralex keeps the turbines turning at the slower speed of 8 seconds per revolution, then perhaps Boralex could keep the noise complaints down and the surrounding communities from being upset with the turbine noise.
